DREAMING OF A GREEN CHANUKAH

Over time, as American Jewry becomes more
intertwined with other religions and cultures,
the true meaning of Chanukah has begun to
erode.

For many of our children and grandchildren,
Chanukah is about gift giving or to be more
exact, gift receiving.

This time of the year, we often hear our
neighbors pine for awhite Christmas

But perhaps society is dreaming in the wrong
color.

The Talmud itself says very little about Chanu-
kah. It notes, that about 2,175 years ago,
when the Temple was liberated from Greeks
and assimilated Jews,
contained only enough oil to burn for one day,
a miracle occurred, and the oil burned for

eight days. A year later they (the Rabbis) desig-
nated these days asyamim Tovimholidays)

on which praise and thanksgiving were to be
said." (Tractate Shabbat 21).

The Talmud provides us some limited instruc-
tions regarding how to light the candles, but in
essence leaves the rest to us. Increasingly,
many rabbis have begun to assess Chanukah
within a new context.
